on rural water supply and sanitation 
The RWSS National Target Program 2006-2010 (NTP II), Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development now has demand for applied research/study on rural water supply and sanitation. Quality and effective proposals/projects will be selected for implementation through financial support of Governments of Denmark and Australia. The Standing Office for NTP II would hereby call interested institutions/individuals to make proposals for following contents:
I. Eligible candidates: 
- Research institutions, Government agencies, Semi-State units, State owned enterprises, private enterprises and NGOs in Vietnam with suitable functions & mandates stipulated in the relevant Decisions of functional authorities
- Individuals with specific residence address in Vietnam for at least 3 years, and with straightforward resume & relatives certified by local governments (local commune people’s committee).
II. Duration: 2009-2011 
III. Scope and content of the research:


 Scope of research: includes assignments relevant to the RWSS sector (research, piloting trial, investigative study) to be done within short period (max 1 year) and funding limit per proposal/project of 60,000 US dollars. 
Specific research contents:
1. Water supply & treatment technologies: 

1.1.  Water treatment:

- Small-scale household water treatment technologies; 
- Chemicals, additives (in the form of packet, solution, tablet, powder);
- Technologies, treatment equipments of such contaminants as arsenic, ammonia etc.; 
- Desalination: water supply for islands, fishing boats etc.
1.2.  Clean water supply:

- Water supply technologies for extremely difficult areas (high mountainous areas, flooded/drought/polluted areas…);
- Energy saving technologies for piped schemes/pumping stations;
- New materials used in water supply. 
1.3. Information technology in RWSS activities:

- IT application in the overall management of RWSS service provision;

- IT application in O&M and M&E activities;

- IT application in the development and use of a RWSS database.
2. Sanitation Technologies: 
2.1. Low cost latrines and latrines for difficult areas:

2.2. Waste treatment for trade/craft villages: Appropriate waste treatment technologies for trade/craft villages that process food or agricultural products, use dyes or other chemical in craft production etc. 
2.3. Treatment of livestock production, domestic and agricultural wastes:
- Hygienic & appropriate design for livestock pens;

- Appropriate waste treatment for livestock pens;

- Appropriate treatment for recycling domestic & agricultural wastes.

3.  Investigative studies and criteria’s development:

3.1. Investigation into possible implications of global climate change on the RWSS sector at some sensitive areas. 
3.2. Management models:
- Appropriate management models for improved O&M of piped schemes;

- Appropriate models for sustainable W&S service delivery.

3.3. Investigate and evaluate the impacts of IEC activities: evaluate impacts and effectiveness of IEC activities. 
3.4. Study impact of new sanitation promotion models:

- Community Led Total Sanitation (CLTS) approach; 

- Sanitation Marketing (SanMarts);

- Other new approaches.

3.5.   Develop criteria for hygienic livestock pens.

3.6. And other studies that could help establish a break-through in improving the RWSS sector.

IV. Implementation procedures:

1. Time for receiving proposals: since the advertisement to the end of June 2010, and proposals will be reviewed every 6 month. For first round of selection, only proposals sent in within 01 month since the advertisement date will be considered.

2. Cost estimate: For consultancy services and recurrent expenses (meetings, workshops, DSA etc.), EU cost norms will be applicable and current Vietnamese norms will be applied for other investment-related activities.

3. Implementation methods: 
- For private enterprises, individuals and NGOs: Contracts will be done between the SO and implementing units. The DWR will manage the funds and transfer to the implementing units as per contract’s conditions;
- For remaining cases: 
the SO will sign in an agreement with successful applicant; funds will be directly sent by donor to the account of implementing unit based on SO’s request.
