CARE International Provides Household kits to Flood Victims

CARE International in Vietnam has distributed 1,760 household kits to flood victims in the North Central mountainous districts Thach Thanh and Ba Thuoc, Thanh Hoa province. The relief intervention took place on the 6th and 7th January and responded to the needs of the most marginalized families that suffered from the heavy rains and subsequent floods in November 2008. 

With funding received from the German Ministry of Foreign Affairs (43,288 EUR) CARE was able to provide to affected families in 13 communes household kits containing kitchen utensils, water container, blanket and mosquito net. The intervention will improve health and hygiene conditions of the rural poor that are repeatedly struck by natural calamities. All activities were coordinated closely and in cooperation with the local authorities and the affected population. 

 “The floods in the last two years have been worse than ever before” said the 52-year-old Do Thi Hoi whose house and crops submerged to the floods in November this year. “We are grateful for the assistance which helps us to cope with the floods”. Thach Thanh had experienced severe flooding in 2007 as well.

The distribution of household kits was part of CARE Vietnam’s response to the flooding in last November. CARE has received a further USD 30,000 from the Danish Agency DANIDA which will be used to distribute Maize seeds in Thanh Hoa province to 1,300 farmer families before the upcoming planting season in the area commences. Thus it will be undertaken just before the TET celebrations begin.
