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Review minutes and follow up action points from last meeting 6 November 2008

· Compiling inputs on CC for INGO statement had been done. Fiona had facilitated this process. Group members were invited to contribute their inputs.  A draft statement was circulated to a small group for comments. Steve from Oxfam had finalized CCWG input at INGOs Forum on 25 October. Four elected INGO Representatives will participate in the 2008 End-Year CG Meeting: Kim N. B. Ninh, Country Representative, The Asia Foundation; Phan Van Ngoc, Country Director / Action Aid Vietnam; Stephen Price-Thomas Country Programme Manager / Oxfam Great Britain and Trine Glue Doan -Co Director of NGORC. Mr. Steve will present the statement at the CG meeting.  

· Fiona reconfirmed that the economic development was the main concern. The donors’ inputs should strongly focus on :

· Coordination and arrangement

· Results of CC management

· Donors’ mainstreaming program
· What the government propose to do

· The linkage between CC and DRR should be based on:

· International negotiation

· Low-carbon development

· Proceeding with REDD

· There were 5 key messages on CC: 

· Climate change communication and education

· Adaptation action Vietnam needs to be massively scaled-up - Adaptation to chronic long-term changes, Adaptation to increased risks of disaster

· Mitigating climate change in Vietnam, 

· Carbon finance

· Cooperation and coordination:

Action points:
· The final INGO statement for CG meeting is available now; NGORC will circulate it to CCWG mailing list after the meeting.

 Capacity building program. 

Update on status of revised capacity building proposal: Yen from Care briefly summarized about background of capacity building proposal. Following the Needs Assessment Workshop, the initial concept has been converted into the draft proposal by an informal group which include of CDA, SRD, TDI, Oxfam, Care and RECOFTC. However we received a lot of comments/inputs from other organization such as Challenge to Change, Netherlands Red Cross, and other member of CCWG, and Civil Society network. Currently the proposal is in the process of finalization. The project’s Implementation should be done by CCWG members and network of CS and technical support by Project Steering Committee. The project’s duration will be 3 years with total of EURO 120,000 
There are pending issues that need feedback/comment from members:

(i) If the group should develop separate website. Currently CCWG has sub page on NGORC website but people also think that NGORC website covers a lot of sectors not only about climate change and people and it currently fail to response to the need of forum for exchange and sharing information/ideas. On the other hand we should think about the sustainability of separate website:  who and how the group can maintain the website after project life.
(ii) IEC material: whether group can develop IEC material or just collect the available material and share among members and if ABC group could support this task.
(iii) Good coordination of the 3 components of the project and resources needed
Action points:

· NGORC Website can be redesigned to meet the needs.
· Recruit project staff: Project Coordinator, webmaster, information officer plus hire trainers including international resources, invite experts.

· Circulate the call for interest of the Steering Committee and criteria for selection to CCWG and CSN members and the CORE group will meet on 11th Dec.  to make decision on it.

· Circulate the draft proposal for feedback.
CCWG Leaflet

CARE took lead in the initiative of disseminating the printed leaflet as “advertising” CCWG which is taken from CCWG‘s sub page on NGORC website. CCWG intend to print it in both Vietnamese and English versions. The draft leaflets were distributed to participant at the meeting for comments. 
Action points:

· Participants are invited to send more comments to Care. 
Updates from the thematic groups: 

Update from 26th Nov ABC meeting and CCWG media strategy (ABC group):  Media Strategy outlined by OHK. It covers the joint action on behaviour change. Media Strategy requires more discussion including the role of presenting working group or as focal point to media; provides the channel of disseminating information of CCWG to media and makes the link with journalists. It should consider which subjects the journalist interested in? What kind of needs the CCWG should meet? ABC had drafted the Strategy and One page of all next steps which should be done by group members, such as:
- Make the list of website on CC

- Archive on Web on CC

- Key topic we need more information for

- List of media contact
Action points:

· The minutes of ABC will also be circulated to all CCWG members to let all member to be informed, updated all the initiatives/ events…of ABC subgroup.

Other updates/discussions

NTP has been officially approved by the Prime Minister. It will need to go to the National Assembly soon for approval. MONRE and MARD already prepared a joint report of DRR and climate change to the Bureau and need to have meeting with the Deputy Prime Minster to report on the joint report.

NGOs should consider how to supplement the Government and advocate for integration of climate change into the National Socio-Economic Development Plan. NGOs have been collecting information on vulnerability and should be shared in an effective way.
One of the concerns is to link climate change with sustainable development as many NGOs are working on livelihoods of agriculture and gardening. An example was shared by Eco-Eco of their eco-system garden should effectively combine sustainable livelihood development and CC ( prevent disasters like floods and storms
Other meetings attended by members in the last month:

Meeting with the Deputy Assistant Secretary of Interior of US 17th Nov: VN- US workshop event as a new joint initiative in Can Tho province. They most focus on Mekong delta region particularly flood seasons, doing the survey with some relation to climate change. It seems quite a different perspective with CCWG. However we can keep sharing information/ exchange the ideas/ experiences
