Provide training and consultation as needed. 

 Oversee the loan portfolio management of HFHV's partners and prepare the required management 

reporting. 

 Identify potential partners who wish to develop housing loan products and provide appropriate 

Institutional Technical Assistance (ITA)  

 Deliver, and train others to deliver, financial education that supports low income families to have 

the necessary financial resources available to improve their housing conditions.
