SUMMARY OF MEETING PROCESS AND RESULTS: 
1. Sharing from KOTO vocational training center
KOTO is a vocational NGO for youth and young people. Now KOTO is looking for student from all provinces of Vietnam for waiters & cooking free training courses. The recruitment process bases on below criteria are disadvantaged youth at aged of 16-22, including street, ethnic minority, abused, orphaned, exploitation, etc, who come from difficult life circumstances. The candidates succeed in interview will be student of KOTO and will be received vocational training in 2 years & English with free charge of school fee, housing, scholarship, carrier chance.
Agreement: 
CRWG members will deliver KOTO recruitment information to disadvantaged youth.

2. CRC complementary report – follow up action (plenary discussion)
The discussion resulted in the agreement as follows: 

· From now to 2016, we will do child rights monitoring, data collection & join advocacy based on the Concluding Observation rather than preparing report. The NGO report should be prepared 7 months before State report submission. 

· Each member of CRWG will discuss with their own organization to select the topic(s) of CRC monitoring and reporting (the ones of child rights issues highlighted by the Concluding Observations) that they will focus on with their organization’s commitment. 

· All members will inform CRWG of their selected topics at the end of May as latest (before next meeting). A summary of these topics will be made by Co-Chair and introduced to the members. 

· We will have update of each organization on the selected topics in every CRWG meeting 

· To serve this task, Co-Chair will share with all CRWG members previous reports of state & CRWG, the Concluding Observations, and the minute of workshop in November 2012.
3. Sharing the progress of 16-18 advocacy campaign (by Ms. Trang, Plan)
· Plan Vietnam & VAPCR are conducting advocacy campaign for increasing legal age of majority children to under 18. 
· A series of activities will be conducted including research, sharing workshop, communication events, using different channels like TV, face book, social network… The campaign will be implemented from now to Apr 2014.

· We can use information of child polling activity

· Plan & VAPCR will involve CRWG members in events of the campaign. All CRWG members are strongly expected to join the campaign. 

Agreement:

· Plan Vietnam will share briefly presentations & age mapping in Asia with CRWG members for information. 

· CRWG members are willing to join the campaign activities 

4. Sharing VAPRC’s recommendations on child participation at Asia People Forum in Brunei, 5 Apr 2013 (by Madam Chau, VAPCR)
Madam Nguyen Minh Chau will attend the forum as representative for VAPCR & NGOs working on child rights. There are some recommendations for presentation:

· Focus on child participation topic in Asia.
· VAPCR will discuss with CRWG members in some hot issues such as domestic violence against children, children in conflict with the laws, immigration children, neglected children, abused children, negative affection of integration, etc.
· We can get information from CRC complimentary report.
