UNITED WORLD COLLEGES SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

VIETNAM INTAKE 2014
Hanoi - The United World Colleges National Committee of Vietnam (UWC Vietnam) invites grade 11 students to apply for the 2014 Intake of the United World Colleges (UWC) Scholarship Program. Five needs-based scholarships of up to 100% of the student fee are available to Vietnamese students to study in the International Baccalaureate (IB) programme at one of the United World Colleges in Armenia, Canada, Germany, The Netherlands and Singapore; two partial scholarships of 50% of the student fee at the UWC in India; one partial scholarship of 20% of the student fee at the UWC in Swaziland and one placement without funding at the UWC in United Kingdom. There are also scholarships for global competition for students with physical disabilities due to landmines or other war crimes. Priority is given to students with strong potential and commitment to community development. The deadline for submitting applications by emails is 17h00 Friday March 7, 2014.
Among the five full scholarships offered to Vietnam, there are two from newly opened UWC, which as UWC Dijilan College in Armenia and UWC Robert Bosch in Germany. For this year’s intake, UWC Vietnam pilots the online application system to facilitate the application and selection process. Students should explore the UWC system and the conditions of each offer before applying. Students from disadvantaged background are encouraged to apply.
UWC was founded in 1962 with the vision of bringing together young people whose experience was of the political conflict of the cold war era, offering an educational experience based on shared learning, collaboration and understanding so that that the students would act as champions of peace. UWCs remain committed to this goal today but have expanded their reach to embrace the tensions and conflicts that exist within as well as between societies. 
UWC has 14 schools and colleges educating students aged between 2 and 19. The education at UWC schools and colleges is underpinned by shared guiding principles. UWC short programmes offer a condensed UWC experience and take UWC’s mission and values to a wider audience. UWC schools, college and programmes all have distinctive characters but share the same commitment to UWC’s mission and values: UWC makes education a force to unite people, nations and cultures for peace and a sustainable future.

UWC Vietnam is a group of volunteers in charge of promoting UWC in Vietnam, including the selection of UWC scholarships. Since its inception in 2002, UWC Vietnam has sent 65 students from 21 cities and provinces to 11 UWCs in Canada, Costa Rica, Hong Kong (China), India, Italy, the Netherlands, Norway, Singapore, Swaziland, the United Kingdom and the United States of America.

Scholarship for global competition:

UWC Red Cross Nordic, Norway reserves two fully funded scholarships for global competition for students who had been injured by land mines or other war crimes. UWC Vietnam encourages students who have any physical disability to apply for this program. Your application will be treated separately. 
Requirements:
1. General requirements: Applicants to this scholarship program must be:

· Vietnamese citizens and currently living in Vietnam 

· Currently enrolled in Grade 11 at a Vietnamese school, and 

· Born between January 1997 and June 1998.

  

2. Program requirements: Successful applicants should demonstrate the following qualities: 

· Academic strengths which indicate a strong likelihood of success in the IB program.

· The ability to communicate in English.

· The ability to be a good Ambassador for Vietnam in the environment of a UWC.

· The willingness and the ability to be friend with and to learn from people whose ideas, beliefs and cultural backgrounds may be very different from their own.

· The ability to gain the most from the opportunity and to contribute to the college life. Relevant qualities include, but are not limited to, commitment to service, openness of mind, enthusiasm, balance, good humour, the ability to thrive in a foreign environment, emotional strength, and physical fitness. 

· An active contributor to the life of their school and/or wider community.

· Involvement in cultural, artistic or sporting activities.

  

3. Preference:
Other things being equal, preference will be given to a student who would not otherwise have access to such an experience or who would gain the most from the opportunity. Therefore, students from rural and remote areas and students from disadvantaged background are encouraged to apply for this program.

Selection Process:
Qualified candidates must register online at www.uwcvn.org/2014register/ to receive reference number and submit their completed applications by email to admissions@uwcvn.org by 17h00 Friday March 7th 2014.

A number of applicants will be invited for group and individual interviews in Hanoi in March, 2014. Interviewees from other cities and provinces are expected to pay for their own travel costs but can stay at UWC families in Hanoi if needed. Selected applicants will be nominated by UWC Vietnam to the relevant United World Colleges in April 2014 and the United World Colleges will confirm their acceptance to the student directly. New scholars are normally arriving at their United World Colleges in August.
