1. Update on the 5th Asian Ministerial Conference on DRR on 22-25 October in Yogyakarta, Indonesia:

Mr. Gia summaried the information on Fith conference in DRR, on 22-25 October in Yogyakarta, Indonesia: 

The Ministerial Conference preceded by the Meetings of ASEAN Committee for Disaster Management, South Asian Association for Regional Cooperation (SAARC), Secretariat of the Pacific Community (SOPAC), International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies (IFRC), CSO Task Force, and Asian Disaster Reduction and Response Network (ADRRN) on 22 October 2012.

3000 (??) people joined, The President of Indonesia came and made opening workshop, the participant raised much more concern on Climate Change. Vietnam had sent vice Minister of MARD, Mr. Thai RC general Secretary, NGO-Mr. Nguyen Van Gia, and one from Vietnam Net to participate in the workshop. The funding from International Organisation is reduce because VN currently become the midle income country.

The National Platforms Review process will be undertaken among National Platforms from May 2012 to May 2013. It will help identify National Platforms’ expectations about their role and mandate, the challenges and opportunities they encounter at the national level and good practices identified in national Disaster Risk Reduction coordination

2. Update on Son Tinh typhoon:

Paccom: 

· The Provinces currently  do not suffer of food shortage but long term risk still available.  The people needs long term assistance, esp. more construction materials

· ADRA already sent a team to TB provice and to support construction material. 

· GNI- Korean INGO delivered clothing valued $300,000.USD to Thai Binh Province.

· The government has decided to release 210 billion VND with 2,500 Tan of rice to 7 provinces.

The Red Cross: will support selected communes, through their DRR project in Thai Binh, Nam Dinh and Hai Phong.

Oxfam:  did assessment in Nam Dinh, Thai Binh and Hai Phong. 

Save the Children: conduct assessment with PACCOM and Plan and find out the damages not significant as first reported. However it's limited assess the data and the statistic, the most serious is house damange and the rebuild can be taken care of by local authorities. 

· small scale – Tien Hai, - DRR in Hai Phong, SC is currently sponding in Tien Lang, Tien Hai Thai Binh, mainly in distribution of education kit, shelter repare and livelihood recovery.

· For the typhoon in TB, HP the information is not much.. TB, Nam Dinh quite seriously in house damage but capacity of people there were good. 

World Vision Vietnam: has long term program in Quang Ninh – cooperate with RC Doing training on how to escape from earthquake, due to the dam they built there – and the problems people downstream are and may be facing.

Vietnam Red Cross: with support from Haoawi Centre, doing the contigency planing for Dam.
