a) Droughts in the Central, South Central, Central Highland & Mekong Delta: 

· Hien – UNDP: Closely monitor the situation

· Directorate of Water Resources : take  around 1 month for monitoring & evaluate consequences of drought

· Live & Learn: New training materials on DRR (DRR Teaching Manual). This is an updated version from previous one. The manual was piloted in Yen Bai, Thanh Hoa and Quang Tri (by CARE, Plan, SV, WV). Action point: Thao to circulate the link again through CCWG and DMWG mailing list. 

· Swiss Red Cross is recruiting new people 

· UNSPIDER (United Nations Platform for Space-based Information for Disaster Management and Emergency Response): Team of experts is coming to Vietnam, brief activities are: 

· 25-29 Mar, workshop:  team of experts will do analysis on space-based information for DM and Emergency Response.

· (DMC) UNSPIDER mission with DMC consists of 2 periods. There will be 2 workshops: one in August 2013 and one October 2014 which focuses on integration of DRR in Sustainable Development 

· Question: Does ASEAN Simulation have any link with UNDP? Answer: There’re different UN initiatives. 

· May – VN Government will host ACDM meeting 

ASEAN Regional Response Simulation: 300 from 10 ASEAN nations to join – Theme: communication 

· PEAPROS consulting: has done a mission assigned by WB: Awareness raising program for CBDRM 

Progress: From last meeting, PEAPROS is now working closely with DMC, finalizing the document and share to the DMWG for final round consultation. 

Seeking agreement with DMC to organize the final workshop (22-26 Apr 2013 )

· DRM law – Updated English version now available: deadline for comment: end of this month

· Action point:  Report Sphere TOT training will be sent to DMWG 

· Follow up activities: 

In Apr: CRS organizes Sphere training in Quang Nam province – at district and commune level. Disseminate the Sphere standards: 2 districts in Quang Nam (Thang Binh & Nui Thanh), 2 districts in Binh Dinh (Tuy Phuoc & Quy Nhon city)

Red Cross will organize other events when storms and flood season starts. Version 2011 has changed a lot – Disaster response to Humanitarian response. 

Oxfam: DMC, Oxfam, etc to translate the HAP into Vietnamese, available in June, Planning the workshop in 3rd quarter this year.

First phase: collecting information (more than 200 projects)

Second phase: DMC organizations/agencies feed and updated information to the portal on their own. 

· Question: Do DMC collect info for projects that focus on DRR mainstreaming? – Answer: Yes, DMC tries to collect as many projects as possible. Comments and information pls send to DMC for compilation.

· Live&Learn: mapping on IEC materials/activities in DRR and CC. Presentation of results was delivered to MOET meeting early this year.  We did similar thing to DMC. The traditional way to collect info via email did not work well => change the methodology by collect the existing mapping from DMC, WB, CARE, CCWG. 60 projects from Govt, NGOs, … and more than 100 books, toolkits collected. 

· Suggestions for DMC DRR portal: there should be online form that is easy to fill up and to synchronize with the portal.  Useful sources of projects which include ODA, FDI project databases from International Cooperation Dept – MARD : http://icd.mard.gov.vn/tabid/138/Default.aspx
6. Presentation: DRM: Private sector’s perspectives and action – Mr. Nguyen Thi Thanh (The Asia Foundation)

TAF is an American based org, headquarter is in San Francisco. 

DRM in business: Why? 

Many NGOs work at community level, none with SMEs. While SMEs play critical role in sustain the value chain of the economy.

Question: Most enterprises are small, not have strong financial ability. What is motivation to invest in DRR (cost & benefit analysis)??? Answer: Awareness on DRR is low. DRM planning is small investment, where there are many risks. SMEs should try to start to relocate the machinery and resources => not a huge investment. 

· Suggestion: DRR plan to be criteria in choosing partner!! Company with DRM planning and one without DRM planning? 

· Is that TAF works with VCCI and a local NGO? Yes

· What about VCCI inputs in DRM law and policy advocacy?   

· Comments: DMC is focal point for Awareness Raising program on DRM. In this program, there is a component for private sector: 

+ Appropriate knowledge is available to SMEs 

+ CMDRM shared with local business network 

+ Appropriate Training delivered to business 

·  Q: The most prominent challenge when working with SMEs on DRM? A: Interested, but they asked about what they can get? Benefits? If DRM plan, how much it cost? 

· Q: Do you have advocacy component? A: Have policy advocacy activities, eg. dialogues with national and local government. 

· Q: How about institutionalize the training through integration and policy (via MPI) A: MPI is the focal point to outreach businesses.  

· Suggestion: MPI issue a set of criteria when forming new business.
