1. Ms. Hien, UNDP:

3. Ms. Lien,  CARE:

CARE/HPA project:
· Had final project evaluation and sharing workshop in Bac Kan province in June 2014.
CARE/HPA Project evaluation had been implemented by external consultant team in June 2014. HPA Project has been implemented within 12 months, since June 2013, in 19 villages of Phuc Loc targeted commune in Ba Be district of Bac Kan province. The project has been implemented by the commune project management committees of the Phuc Loc commune with technical supports from CARE International in Vietnam and CFSC in Bac Kan province.

The project objective is achieved to improve resilience to adverse effects of Natural hazards and Climate change of remote ethnic minorities and more particularly women through the integration of Climate Change into the National CBDRM program. The project had two results: (1) Key stakeholders of the National CBDRM program in Bac Kan are able to support the roll out of the national CBDRM program with evidence based information on integration of Climate change and gender, and (2) Women Ethnic Minorities have increased their participation in decision-making process and benefited from climate resilient livelihood options.

DIPECHO 9 Project/CBDRM (Ref.  project introduction presentation from last meeting):
· CARE has organized 2 inception workshops in Bac Kan and Soc Trang provinces in June 2014.
4. Mr. Viet, Oxfam:
· Training for ERT staff on cash transfer/emergency response was conducted in Ha Tinh province
The training was going well and appreciated by the partners

· It’s good to document the lessons, how to get lessons with other NGOs + UN orgs; CEMMA expressed their interest in this activity and cash transfer is potential in Vietnam.

· Cash Group: informal group, included Oxfam, SC, Plan that build on global initiative group
· Normally: we distribute cash only not work through the bank; 

· Leaning from India: cash for work, really need coordination and discussion. 

Hien, UNDP also mentioned about MOLISA Social protection Programming/cash transfer activity and advised that we need to try it and share the lessons learnt first, not mix together with program MOLISA

5. Mr. Mitsu Fajimaki , JICA: 
· Introduced Project for Building Disaster Resilience Society in Vietnam (Phase II) that started in August 2013 and end in September 2016  in Hanoi, Nghe An, Ha Tinh, Quang binh and Thua Thien Hue that continued with the first phase _ Capacity building  program  in three central provinces in Vietnam in cooperation with MARD. The program has three periods.
· Shared Newsletter No.1 in May 2015 related to the summary of the Project  for Building Disaster Resilience  Society in Vietnam (Phase II).

· JICA also joined CBDRM TWG last year and now start to joint with DMWG to  share project  information & experiences and  to understand more about other organizations that are working in CBDRM.
6. Ms. Thao, L&L:
Work done: 
· Consultation workshop with Plan, ADPC (MOET, DMC and other NGOs, Red Cross) on Safe School framework and indictors in June 2014.
· Discuss safe school framework; indicators for safe school

· Safe school guide will be published and posted on Website: thehexanh.net 
· Distribute to teachers and education officers.

Presentation from Thao, L&L

Showed a film on safe school produced by L&L in cooperation with Plan International:

L&L answered:  L&L printed 1,500 copies for  free distribution to schools.

· Play cards were produced by L&L with input from INGOs and children at schools. L&L collected 200 materials from different schools/organizations and songs from projects/schools for example: Scripts songs from Quang Ngai.
· Thanks to JANI members, L&L could get materials and compiled them. L&L got funding from JANI 4 to produce this training material  and print out 500 copies to sent to different related organizations, training courses and posted it on  websites.
· Thanks Mr. Tao IFRC, Ms. Lien, CARE and Mr. Ninh, Plan who had provided a lot of I.E.C materials  from their projects for the production of this training manual package  for teachers and students.
· Sign image and guess the contents (13 disasters and advices to children)

· Participants also had time to play cards and found it interesting and useful for DRR/CC education .
7. Mr. Nghia - Plan: 
· Consultation workshop on common ASIAN Safe school framework and indicators in June 2014 with participation of MoET, DMC, INGOs.
· Small Learning and sharing meeting on safe school implementation and climate change adaptation will be organized in July Hanoi, with participation of Plan Myanmar colleagues.
· Plan decided not to send children to 6th AMCDRR in Bangkok (22-26 June) due to security reasons in Thailand.
· A DRR &CCA small youth forum for children from Plan’s projects was held in Hanoi for children to share their experience and recommendation on better care for children against climate-related disasters and increasing children’s participation in Safe schools activities (June 2014).

· Partnership agreements with project provinces were completed.

· Inception workshop to be held in Ha Giang and Phu Tho in July; 
Q&A:

Viet asked Mrs. Hien on Urban  DRM . 

Hien informed about Joint program next year. This year: advocacy only; city resilience link with Hyogo framework/Preparedness. Documentation: last year. They can share with DMWG next week.

8. Mr. Hung, CARE:  Shared the information from OCHA warning about the El Nino forecast and it is likely to happen this year in the Asia region including Vietnam.


UNDP: will circulate the update presentation in July 2014

Mr. Hung: also shared the WCCC’s Mekong storm documentary production: that presenting the broadcast series people on how to prepare for a storm or flood. 
The general comments from the DMWG members were that: we should not use the hopeless pictures, which is not standard to humanitarian code.  The work we are doing aim to promote dignity of the children affected by natural disaster, however, the design of the flyer in such a way really confused and scared. 

The response of all participants is that should not circulate this flyers unless they have a revised one and presented to the group meeting.
CARE has completed its chairman role in the first six month of the year 2014 and UN team will take the chairman role for next six months.
