TERM OF REFERENCE 

CELEBRATION of the INTERNATIONAL DAY for DISASTER REDUCTION
“Older People and Disasters-2014: Resilience is for Life”

1. Background
The Joint Advocacy Network Initiative (JANI-Final Phase) led by CARE International and participated by 20 organizations in Vietnam working together to support the Vietnam Government and people to increase resilience and reduce vulnerability in local communities and institutions through promoting the National Community-based Disaster Risk Management (CBDRM) program as a sustainable mechanism for community based disaster risk reduction models.
This Term of Reference is to address activity 1.5 of Result 1: To organize the International Day for Disaster Reduction at National level under the consortium project: “Joint partnership to support the advancement of the CBDRM Program & Ministry of Education and Training (MOET) Action Plan on Disaster Risk Reduction (DRR) and Climate Change (CC)”. 
In this year, 2014, the United Nation's office for disaster risk reduction’s International Strategy for Disaster Reduction (UNISDR) has launched the theme for the International Disaster Reduction Day on 13th of October will focus on “Older People and Disasters-2014: Resilience is for Life. 
To implement this activity: to organize the International Day for Disaster Reduction, under consortium project “Join partnership to support the advancement of the National CBDRM Program and MOET action plan on DRR/CC”, Save the Children has hold meetings with the UN agencies and the “Help-Age” organization and discussed with the Disaster management working Group and talked with Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MARD)-the Dike Department and Disaster Management Centre (DMC), Ministry of Labor-Invalid and Social Affairs (MOLISA), Vietnam Association for the Elderly (VAE) and The United Nations Disaster Management Team (UNDMT) in Vietnam, in consultation with JANI members, and support from HelpAge Asia, mass organizations to the organize the Event.
Save the Children also made visit to Tien Giang province, discussed with the foreign relations department, on behalf of the People’s committee and hold meetings with department of Education and disaster management Center to prepare for the event.  Activity of the day will form a combination of advocacy for promoting the theme of the day at community level involving all generations to disasters and resilience which includes the old people. 
The key messages were suggested: 

Older people are untapped resources possessing wisdom, knowledge and experience on resilient. 

Include older people in all disaster preparedness plans and programmes.
Slogans:

· Together we are stronger and safer in disasters
· Disaster Reduction is for all
· All people contribute to a safer community

· Include older men and women in disaster reduction

· The older the wiser – contributing to disaster reduction

· Young and old join together to protect community

2. Description  of the event
1- Highlights: 

The objective of the events is to raise awareness of disaster risk reduction among all population in Vietnam including the threat of climate change effects, and advocate for disaster preparedness through media campaigns. This activity highlights the role and importance of older people in community and support the implementation of the National Strategy on Disaster Prevention, Response and Mitigation to 2020.

2- Target audiences

Estimated 200 to 300 people to participate in the event including:
· Community members, particularly the older people, local Older Association,
· Leaders of Communes in the area where the event is organized, 

· Students in local Schools in the event location,
· JANI project members,
· Donor agencies: ECHO, DFAT, USAID, Irish-aid, etc. 

· Disaster management Agencies: DMC, MOET, MPI, MARD, 

· International organizations: SCI, CARE, WV, OXFAM, HelpAge International, Plan, CRS, etc.
· Representative of leaders from Tien Giang Provincial Leaders, DARD, DOLISA, VAE, Province Committee for Flood and Storm Control, Department of Foreign Relations, Woman Union, department of Education, Planning, Red Cross, Older People organization, the Veteran, etc.,
· Television: Vietnam national television VTV, social and life program, regional and local TV…,

· Voice of Vietnam, local radio network,

· Newspapers (Vietnam net, the People, local newspapers etc…).
· Representatives from business firms working in DRM and their partners: Prudential, FamilyMart, etc.

3- Roles/Responsibilities of JANI partners in organizing the event

· Provide inputs to finalize the agenda for the event,
· Assist in identifying participants to support activities of the even,
· Prepare banners, logos, exhibition corners and active roles in the event,
· Show posters, IEC materials, presentation at the event,
· Provide inputs interview to the media including the television, the Voice of Vietnam and the newspapers,
· Prepare backup documentation of the event including reports, pictures, video for the CCFSC website on disaster in Vietnam,
· Help circulate output of the event to communities under individual JANI member network.
