Objectives of the meeting:
· Review DMWG work plan + Update from each organization.

· Road to Sendai: discuss the key message and propose ideas for disaster management 

· Sharing on WASH cluster

· Joint Assessment Team

· Other business (Sharing on livestock emergency guidelines and standards – will be shared through emails)

Contents:
I. DMWG work plan
· Follow up from DMWG Dec 2014 meeting: Discussion on DM activities to be done in 2015, DMWG members need to confirm information and activities taking place in 2015, for example: documenting lesson learnt and good practices, Coordination on disaster management: lessons learnt, CBDRM national platform meeting, mapping of CBDRM projects, CSO representatives to Sendai, Government CBDRM portal (refer DMWG Work plan 2015). Capacity building: Training national and local trainers, M&E system, support building blocks. Advocacy and policy dialogue: DRR days, National platform meetings, Quality and accountability of humanitarian response, implementation of DRM law. C oordinated emergency preparedness and response: Relief support matrix, Emergency meetings, Reviewing JAT registration, JAT training and simulation 2015.
· ACTION: DMWG Members to review the draft work plan and update with any DM activities that are planned in 2015 and email to Nghia before 28 February 2015.
· CBDRM Regional Review Workshop 2015 in Nha Trang for Central provinces. This has not yet been confirmed by DMC but is tentatively scheduled for 11 February. The draft agenda will distributed once confirmed by DMC. DMWG would like to make a joint presentation including lessons learnt; CARE had agreed to lead the process and suggested providing case studies.

· ACTION: CARE to organize a joint presentation with core DMWG members for the Regional Review Workshop

· ACTION: UNDRMT to confirm draft agenda and date of workshop and advise DMWG accordingly.
· Sharing from Plan: Plan will be focal point for Safe School program (ASSI - Asian Safe School Initiative), and is calling for support from other organizations to work together on the proposal for the Vietnam program.
II. Road to Sendai 
· The 2015 World Conference on DRR (WCDRR) in Sendai Japan will decide a new 10-15 year HFA framework.  

· The new framework is being drafted and international organizations have been asked to make statements, including by individual and groups. 

· NGOs to encourage stakeholders and Government to be involved in developing the framework, to identify challenges in policy and to make local action plans. 

· DWF drafted a statement on behalf of the DMWG which is now available for feedback before being signed off by the DMWG Chair.

· ACTION: DMWG Members to review the draft statement and provide feedback to Guillaume (Guillaume.Chantry@DWF.org) no later than 28 February 2015.
· ACTION: UNDRMT to send draft statement to DMC for feedback to ensure it is in line with Government approach.

· ACTION: DMWG Chair to send final English version to DMC/PACCOM and ask for support for translation into Vietnamese.
· ACTION: Final statement to de distributed widely with the help of communication officer at VUFO. 
III. Sharing on WASH cluster
·  Inter-agency joint effort before disaster to coordinate response plan (Oxfam, WV, Malteser, UNICEF...)
· To help people get access to clean water, provincial & district water treatment, mapping out the most likely scenario in WASH, develop plan. 
· Currently extending the consultation process to core members of DMWG to get input 

· Next steps are to develop potential plans to support Government in WASH and contextualize the plan in each province. Support from national and sub-national levels in minimum standard.
· Challenges: Government still new to the minimum standards and how to make the standards relevant in the Vietnamese context

· Next year, try to push the agenda of WASH minimum standard in emergency response, call for feedback and seek support from other organizations.
IV. Relief matrix 

· To be completed after each response sent to DMWG chair and then consolidated.
· It was noted that there were no responses by DMWG members in 2014.

· Joint Assessment Team (JAT) list: DMWG members to update the contact list and advise DMWG Chair if their agency needs JAT training.
· In 2015 DMWG should consider proving JAT training as many people have requested this.

· ACTION: DMWG Chair to add JAT Training to discussion at next DMWG Meeting. DMWG members to discuss logistics and technical aspects of organizing the training in early 2015.

· ACTION: DMWG Core members to advise if they have any funding available to support JAT training in 2015.

V. Sharing by Hanoi Association of the Deaf (HAD):

· The deaf community wants to receive and share more information on DRR with DMWG, and spread information widely amongst the deaf community.

· The deaf community has limitations in accessing information, especially in times of emergency, which makes them vulnerable so they hope to participate more in forums/ working groups on DRM.
· It was noted that disability in DRM will be discussed at the Sendai conference.

· It was noted that Malteser has carried out some disability inclusive DRM programs and they have IEC materials for disabled people. That HAD can also get information by browsing information on the VUFO website or can email DMWG members.
VI. Next meeting

· Date: Will be set and discussed by email, mostly after the Sendai conference (13-18 Mar) – tentatively 20 Mar 2015
· Agenda Items: shared by email but will include the outcomes from Sendai, the 2014 Disaster Profile, JAT training and CBDRM Review meeting.
