FOOD SECURITY & LIVELIHOODS (stronger focus on markets)
· What were their main sources of food before the emergency?

· Where are the main sources of food now? 
· Have food insecurity led to any of the negative coping mechanisms such as limit men, women, boys, girls’ food intake?
· What were their main sources of income before the emergency, by gender/primary/secondary?

· Where are their main sources of income now, by gender?

· What are the kinds of productive assets lost?

· Where is their closest market that is still operating?

· What type of food is available (Before / After)? Observation

· What is approximately the cost of their basic needs before the emergency? (monthly expenses)

· What is approximately the cost of their basic needs now?

· Have the prices of basic items and food changed since the emergency?

· If so by how much and for which items?

Nutrition:
1. Are current services on antenatal and nutrition interrupted (specially with vitamin A supplementation programme)?

2. Breastfeeding status?
3. Complementary feeding status for children under 2 years?

4. Any donation of Infant formula and management of that?   

5. Population of the visited location.  

SHELTER and Non-Food Item

· Total households in the Commune?
· How many people were evacuated in safe places (PC’s, schools, health center…), and how long ?
· How many houses were totally destroyed? (>70%)
· How many houses were partially destroyed ? (50-70%)
· How many houses were damaged ? (<50%)

· What kind of roofing # more damaged ?
· Are building materials available for reconstruction / repair in Commune ?
· How many people are in need of temporary shelter?

· How many people do not have access to temporary shelter?

· What are the shelters currently available?

· What are the temporary shelter materials locally available? Do people need to pay for these materials? 

· Are emergency shelter materials available locally and what are the costs? 

· Is there sufficient privacy and security for girls and women? (are there separate/safe spaces for women and girls in shelter?)
· Do the people have enough blankets and clothing if necessary? 

· How many women and men of all ages, girls, boys, children and infants have inadequate or insufficient clothing, blankets and bedding to provide protection from the adverse effect of the climate and maintain their health dignity and well-being and why?       

· What are the particular needs of women, girls, children and infants?

· Is fuel available for cooking if required? Who collects this, and do they need to pay for it?

· What is the assistance given or planned to the affected people by the Province / District /Commune authorities local people and other organisations?
· In case of financial or in kind support for reconstruction, are technical advices given to families, to rebuild /repair safer ?
HEALTH & PUBLIC HEALTH
· What is on-going outbreak in the affected areas?

· What are the common infectious diseases (ID) after this disaster?

· Where is the ID (evacuee sites, inundated areas, etc.)?

· Which group are most affected? (i.e. women, children, etc.)

· Have health care facilities (Commune Health Stations, District or provincial hospitals) been damaged due to disaster?

· Basic Health Care Services Currently Available/accessible – Response Capacity
· How about surveillance on ID and outbreak at local health facilities?
· How other sectors response to health? Red Cross? NGOs? 
· Do children have access to basic health service? (like vaccination, etc.)? How many children suffer from water-borne diseases?
· Access to drinking water, hygiene sanitation? any sanitation issues that women specifically face?
· Behaviour on health, hand hygiene 
· Health issue of dis-placed population (men and women)?
· Which diseases/ or risk to health will become more serious in the next coming weeks/months? Why?

WATER:
· No. of households affected by lack of water/contaminated water?

· How has as availability and use of water been affected by the emergency?

· What is the current water source? What water source is used for bathing, washing clothes and other domestic use?

· How much water available per person per day? (Sphere indicator: 15 L/p/d). Do all groups (e.g. men, women, children, caste’s, etc.) have equitable access to it? How much time do people spend collecting water each day? Who often collects water in the family?
· How much water available at the source. Is it enough for short term and longer-term needs? Is it enough for basic needs of women and men? (Sphere indicator flow at each collection point 0.125l/s& at least 1 water point per 250 people)

· How far are water collection points from where people live? (Sphere indicator, shelter to water point 500m)? Are community people, especially women consulted and decided on water collection points?
· Is the current water supply reliable? what may affect this? 

· Who is involved in the management and maintenance of the water sources? (is Women’s Union/ or local women involved?)
· Is the water source contaminated or at risk of contamination (Microbiological, chemical, radiological)?

If so, what is the contaminate?

· (Sphere indicator not >10 faecal coliforms per 100 ml at collection point)

· Is treatment necessary? Is treatment possible? What treatment is necessary?

· Are there needs to use mobile water delivery system/trucks for short term? from where?

· How many water containers are needed?

· How many water purification tablets are needed?

· What and where are possible alternative water sources?

SANITATION:

· How are the affected people distributed across the area? (Sphere indicator: Max. 20 people per toilet)? Are separate toilets for women and girls?
· How have defecation practices changed because of the emergency?

· Are current defecation practices a threat to health? (Sphere indicator – latrines > 30m from any ground water source)

· Are there any existing facilities? If so, are they used, are they sufficient and are they operating successfully? Who is 
· involved 

· Do all groups (men, women, children, migrants, disability…) have equitable access to these facilities? Can they be extended or adapted?
    (Sphere indicator – toilets not more than 50m from dwellings or not more than 1 minute walk)

· What facilities are available for cleansing hands after defecation? Are soap and water available?

· How do women and girls deal with menstruation? Are there materials or facilities they need for this?

· How do people dispose of solid waste? 
    (Sphere indicator – refuse container 15m from dwelling or 100m from communal refuse pit)

EDUCATION:

· What are the major effects of the current emergency on education?  Scope of damage (how many schools and which type (pre-school, primary, lower secondary and upper secondary) affected in how many district? 
· What have been the losses in terms of human lives, facilities, and equipment and/or learning materials? On human lives, Boys? Girls? Ethnic minority? Children with disabilities?
· Is education interrupted?  If yes, for how long it has it been interrupted or would be interrupted? 
· 
· When will it be safe for children to return to school?

· If schooling has resumed how many students are dropping out (pre-school, primary, lower secondary and upper secondary)? Boys? Girls? Ethnic minority? Children with disabilities? Why they are dropping out? 
· What is observed as psycho-social impact on the children (maybe due to shock of disaster, losses experienced by families, etc.)
· How have schools been supported by the local government, communities and others to deal with the impact? 
· What would you recommend in terms of disaster relief to education? 
PROTECTION:

· Which population groups are most affected/vulnerable or affected in a particular way in this location? (Women, men, girls, boys, separated children, older people (over 65), LGBTI, disability, migrant, ethnic minorities, people with chronic illness…)
· How are they affected/vulnerable? (Lack of access to assistance and services (healthcare, education); lack of information; risk of violence; face discrimination; not included in decision making processes; not feeling safe; psychological distress)
· What are the services for these persons that are needed in this location (currently unmet)?
· Is there a permanent police presence in the community? Who provides security? If this security provision sufficient?
· Most common type of security incidents occurring at this location? Has there been any increase in this type of crime/violence since the cyclone?
· Which group are most unsafe (exposed to violence)?  
· Is there a specific community focal point for women’s issues?   
· Is there any indication that women feel unsafe?
· Do women not feel safe for any of the following reasons? (Lack of or insufficient lighting; Lack of sex-segregated toilets; Lack of sex-segregated sleeping arrangements; Overcrowding; Risks of violence, abuse and harassment; Risk of cyclone; Risk of crime/violent crime; Unsafe shelter (e.g. doors and windows cannot be closed and locked)
· Are there services available (legal, health, PSS) for women experiencing violence? If yes, what services are available?
· Who would women talk to if they were experiencing violence at home?
· How is distribution conducted in the affected areas? (to head of households, to women, village heads, through registration…)
· Is everyone equally able to access services and distribution? Is any groups excluded? 
CHILD PROTECTION:

· Are there any girls or boys separated from parents/care givers (disaggregated by sex and disability)?
· Is there any Day care centre? How many day care centers (permanent and temporary) are there currently open in affected areas?    

· Do all children have access to safe, clean, convenient toilets and first aid supplies in the day care center or where they live? 

· Do children have enough safe, nutritious food (disaggregated by sex and age) in the Day Care Centre?
· What learning/recreational materials/activities are available in the Day Care Centre?  Have any kits been provided, and if so by whom?  What more is needed?

· Are there any reported cases of girls or boys who are sexually abused during or after the flood? (disaggregated by sex and disability)
· Are there any reported cases of girls or boys who have experienced violence (physical, emotional) during or after the flood? (disaggregated by sex and disability)
· How many girls or boys who have to work as a result of flood?

· Has there been an increase in traumatic stress-related symptoms in children (sleeplessness, nightmares, fear, depression, behavioural problems)?  If so, what support, if any, is being provided to parents and children?

· Has there been a rise in the numbers of orphans, children with disabilities, migrant children or other children in need of special protection? (disaggregated by sex)
· orphans,

· Abandoned children, 

· homeless children, 

· children committing illegal acts, 

· children using drugs or illegal substances, 
· children who have to give up their studies to earn their living and fail to complete the universalisation of secondary education, 

· children who suffered physical and metal harm due to violence,

· Immigrant and refugee children whose parents are not yet identified or those who have no caregiver?

· What measures are being taken to meet the needs of these children, and by whom? 

COPING MECHANISM

· Who has been most affected by the emergency and how?

· How are they coping? What are their plans? (men and women)
· Are there new income opportunities? If so what?

· Who is supporting them and how?

· If they had money what would they spend it on?

· When do they intend to go home?

· What would they need to help them go home? (men and women)
· What are their General immediate needs? (women and men)
· Are their any needs specific to women and girls?
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
