TERMS OF REFERENCE AND BUDGET

CONSULTANT TO SUPPORT the data compilation and analysis for the HIV SENTINEL SURVEILLANCE 2014 and draft the final report
I. 
Background
HIV/AIDS is a major public health problem in Vietnam. According to the MOH reports, up until the 31st of November 2013, there had been 216,254 cumulative cases of HIV infection in Vietnam including 66,533 patients with AIDS and 68,977 AIDS related deaths.  

Vietnam has a HIV epidemic which is concentrated among high risk groups including injecting drug users (IDUs), sex workers (SWs), and men who have sex with men (MSM). The HIV prevalence is low among the general population (e.g., below 1% among pregnant women).  The number of men diagnosed with HIV is twice that amongst women, and most fall into the 20-39 age group. Up until now, HIV/AIDS has appeared in all 63 provinces and cities, distributed over 98% of districts and 78% of communes. Over the past 5 years, the proportion of HIV infection transmitted through sexual contact has been increasing from 12% in 2004 to 45% in 2013.  However, the majority of reported transmission is still through sharing of used needles and syringes.

In 2009, WHO provided support to Ha Noi and Thanh Hoa to conduct a pilot study to test the feasibility and practicality of integrating short behavioural questions into the routine HIV sentinel surveillance, to collect key behavioural and programmatic indicators.  In 2010, with support from WHO the pilot study was extended to 7 provinces including Ha Noi, Hai Duong, Thanh Hoa, Hue, Da Nang, HCMC, and An Giang.  With support of WHO, UNAIDS, CDC, FHI, and the WB, 12 selected provinces implemented HSS plus in 2011 and 36 selected provinces were implemented in 2012. Since 2012, integrating a short behavioural survey into the routine HIV sentinel surveillance is a routine activity of national HIV sentinel surveillance system.

In 2014, GF and UNAIDS will continue their support for 22 provinces to implement the HSS+ (4 provinces will be supported by UNAIDS).

The main objective of this consultancy is to provide technical support to VAAC to process and analyse the data for the HSS+, and write the final HSS+ 2014 report.

scope of Work
The consultant will support Vietnam Authority of HIV/AIDS Control (VAAC) to implement HSS+ 2014 as follows:

Work in close cooperation with VAAC, regional institutes, UNAIDS and GF project experts to provide technical support and training on the implementation of HSS+ for HSS+ provinces 
-
Work with PACs and other government stakeholders to improve the quality of the data and the final report

-
Facilitate the training course on analysis and writing for the HSS+ report, which will be organized by VAAC at the end of October 

-
Guide provinces on data collection and data entry and provide support for the writing of provincial HSS+ reports

-
Draft a final comprehensive HSS+ 2014 report in cooperation with VAAC, regional institutes, UNAIDS and GF project experts.  

The consultant will work under the day to day supervision of the M&E unit in VAAC and for contractual purposes will report to UNAIDS Senior Policy and Strategy Advisor.

The contractual work will cover a maximum of 40 working days. The contract shall start from 15 May 2014 and finish no later than 30 September 2014.
