Criteria for selection of research papers 

 Original research papers addressing health systems research in Vietnam  

 Papers deemed acceptable based on a peer review process.  

 Preference is given to papers with first authors who are based at Vietnamese 
institutions. Authorship should, in general, reflect the division of labor relevant to 
the paper and the research on which it is based.
