She/he is 

part of our project operational team, and will also interact with our other thematic areas related to income 

generation, community development and learning.  

 

We are seeking a highly qualified candidate with a relevant, university education or similar, and in the field of 

inclusive education/ inclusion perception is an advantage.  We require the candidate to have at least 3 years of 

relevant documented working experience with INGO/international development organizations, and strong 

knowledge of project management and reporting.
