• Represents Habitat for Humanity Vietnam (HFHV) to the local partners, community and family 
partners on a day-to-day basis 

• Supports the Senior Program Manager with project DPME activities such as needs assessment, base 
line survey, new project development, project monitoring, evaluations and reporting.
