Position description:

The Technical Officer for Strategic Information plays a key role in assisting the Strategic Information Unit to
strengthen monitoring and evaluation (M&E) systems and perform research and surveillance activities across
technical units and FHI 360 supported programs. The Officer will provide technical assistance on strategic
information to implementing partners focusing on HIV epidemic responses. The Officer will also coordinate
development, testing, and support the implementation of customized health information systems (HIS) and
tools that support robust data collection, monitoring, and epidemic surveillance.

Key duties and responsibilities:

e Collect, clean, monitor, and analyze data related to HIV interventions.

e Provide training and technical support on M&E activities.

e Design and deliver capacity-building trainings to improve data collection and HIS.

e Lead project data quality assurance (DQA) activities in alignment with USAID regulations.

e Support clinics, provinces, and the national government to use HIS to collect data on HIV.

e Build internal capacity to use data for decision making and to extract relevant reports from HIS.

¢ Review existing data systems and make recommendations for improvements.

e Support provincial continuous quality improvement and knowledge management efforts.

e Develop charts that clearly visualize data in Excel, PowerPoint, and/or Power BI.

e Translate content from English to Viethamese and Viethamese to English for the Strategic
Information team.

e Cultivate strong working relationships across FHI 360 programs and units, GVN institutions, PEPFAR
and other key stakeholders, providing technical support as needed or required.

o Performs other relevant duties as requested.
