FHI supported the development of a case management network to support the successful integration of returnees from drug rehabilitation centers to the community. Twenty eight case managers (CM) and drug addiction counsellors were recruited and equipped with skills and knowledge in drug dependence counselling, relapse prevention, HIV care and treatment; psychosocial support and involvement of families in the prevention of drug relapse.

In order to ensure good quality of services, FHI is looking for an interpreter for a volunteer from well-establish international organization to work with FHI team to provide mentoring and clinical supervision to the case managers and drug counsellors on a daily basis.
