OVERALL RESPONSIBILITIES

The Program Associate - Quantification, supports SCMS technical activities in Vietnam geared to assist HIV/AIDS patients. He or she works closely with the Senior Program Associate - Quantification Specialist, to strengthen the pharmaceutical/commodity management in support of the U.S. President’s Emergency Program for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR) for Anti Retroviral Therapy (ART).  The Program Associate - Quantification coordinates with key stakeholders and especially with the Ministry of Health, for the development of quantification, procurement, importation, distribution and commodity management systems. He or she collaborates with other SCMS staff ensuring an uninterrupted quality supply and appropriate use of ART drugs and commodities at target ART program sites.

SPECIFIC RESPONSIBILITIES 

1. Under the supervision of the Quantification Specialist, undertake the leading role in identification and quantification of the anti retroviral medicines (ARVs) for distribution from central stores to treatment sites. 

2. Coordinate with all relevant parties to ensure that the quantification for distribution of needed medicines operates smoothly and that all parties receive the necessary information in a timely manner.

3. Coordinate with all relevant parties to ensure that the distribution of PEPFAR and CHAI supported ARVs to other programs and projects, if any, follows the best practice of supply chain management and does not endanger the stock security of ARVs for PEPFAR supported treatment sites. 

4. Work closely with the Quantification Specialist for all technical issues, especially on quantification for procurement of HIV/AIDS related commodities. 

5. Monitor the medicine stock and usage levels through reports and under the supervision of the Quantification Specialist prepare regular reports on the stock status and forecast usage scenarios.

6. Under the supervision of the Quantification Specialist prepare ARV rationing reports if stock position is forecast to be insufficient for projected usage.

7. Provide advices relating to commodity management into the Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) development process for centers and structures supported by the program and for pharmaceutical services of hospitals and health centers providing ART services in Vietnam.

8. Participate in the planning and delivery of commodity management training programs targeted to pharmaceutical/commodity management staff in Vietnam. 

9. Develop appropriate technical reports and submit to the Quantification Specialist, inclusive of but not limited to report for performance management purposes related to quantification works.
