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New Call for Proposals under the SWITCH-Asia Programme II (2014-2020)
Promoting Sustainable Consumption and Production

The European Commission has recently launched a new Call for Proposals under the SWITCH Asia Programme – Phase II (2014-2020) with a specific objective is to promote sustainable production (development of less polluting and more resource efficient products, processes and services) and sustainable consumption patterns and behaviours in Asia (purchase of less polluting and more resource-efficient products; conducting more sustainable lifestyles and behaviour). 
Projects to be funded under this Call should address one of the two listed priorities: 

a)  Support micro, small and medium enterprises (SMEs) in the uptake of sustainable consumption and production practices and the access to finance; or 

b) Support the switch to sustainable consumption patterns and behaviour amongst consumer groups, civil society stakeholders and the public and private sector.

The eligible applicants must be non-profit-making and be a specific type of organisation such as: non-governmental organisation, public sector operator, local authority, international (inter-governmental) organisation.

Total budget for this Call for Proposal is EUR 19.6 million. 
The grant sizes are ranged from 800,000 to 2,500,000 EUR. 
The duration of a project may not be lower than 36 nor exceed 48 months.
The deadline for submission of concept note is 9th February 2015.
