Program 504 5-Year Plan Focus Areas 2021 - 2025
1. Improve legal frameworks and policies, develop programs and plans
1.1. Develop and promulgate the Law on on addressing the consequences of war, updating standards and SOPs to complete the system of legal documents, serving as a basis for effective management, mobilization and use of resources.
1.2. Research to develop and implement modalities for proactive mine action management.

Consolidate the results of implementing Program 504 in the period 2010-2025 as a basis for developing a National Mine Action Program in the period 2025-2045 with vision towards 2050
2. Complete and strengthen the organizational structure from central to local level in order to mobilize and utilize domestic and international resources to foster socio-economic development.
3. International cooperation for funding mobilization 
3.1. Facilitate activities of the Mine Action Partnership Group (MAPG).

3.2. Expand international cooperation with other countries and international organizations according to national and international laws.
3.3. Mobilize grant-in-aid of 100 million USD.
4. Improve the information management system for mine action nationwide.
5. Conduct surveys and clearance of bombs and mines
5.1. Deploying bomb and mine clearance nationwide with a target of clearing approximately 800,000 hectares, with priority given to heavily contaminated areas.
5.2 Develop and implement the “Technical survey to delineate confirmed hazardous areas” project as the basis for strategic planning.
6. Conduct EORE to prevent EO accidents
6.1. Develop a national EORE strategy and implement EORE to all target groups.
7. Develop and implement a victim assistance plan to support community reintegration, and complete the national victim database.
8. Capacity development
8.1. Strengthen the capacity of research institutions and training centers to research and manufacture equipment to improve efficiency and ensure safety for EO surveys and clearance.
