It aims to share the
findings and lessons learned from the field-testing and present the final draft framework,
which has benefited from a series of consultations in the past 18 months. In this context, the
objective of this event is also to take this opportunity to discuss mainstreaming of EbA and
potential future collaborations towards the scaling-up of EbA in Viet Nam.
