The joint Vietnamese-German  technical cooperation programme “Reform of Technical and Vocational 
Education and Training in Viet Nam II” (TVET Programme) aims to better align TVET in Viet Nam to the 
changing world of work. It is funded by the German Ministry of Economic Cooperation and Development (BMZ) 
with counterpart funds from the Vietnamese Government. The implementing agencies are the GIZ and the 
Directorate of Vocational Education and Training (DVET) under the Ministry of Labour, Invalids and Social 
Affairs (MoLISA). In order to reach the project’s objective, three main outputs have to be achieved:  
 
➢ Output 1: State actors, TVET staff, TVET institutes and the business sector are interconnected.  
➢ Output 2: The regulatory framework of TVET is aligned to the requirements of the changing world of work  
➢ Output 3: The concept of High-Quality TVET institutes is successfully implemented in selected TVET

Main responsibilities:
