Viet Nam's dynamic growth is also reaching rural areas, but at the same time poses a major challenge for
the protection of the environment and the preservation of biodiversity. The effects of climate change are
significant and the physical exposure, high population density and institutional weaknesses make the
coastline and the Mekong Delta in particular vulnerable. The cluster "Environment, Climate Change,
Biodiversity" currently comprises a total of four teams in the thematic areas of climate change, coast and
water (including agriculture), biodiversity and forests, regional economic integration as well as numerous
service packages of global projects, and private public partnerships.

The NDC Transport Initiative for Asia (NDC TIA) is a joint project of seven organisations and will engage in
China, India and Vietnam. It aims at promoting a comprehensive approach on decarbonizing transport, i.e. a
coherent strategy of effective policies that are coordinated among various sector ministries, civil society and
the private sector.
