Job Overview: The Rice Programme Director leads the Rice Programme in Vietnam and in SEA, covering Indonesia and
Vietnam. He/she will: (i) lead the strategic reflection and planning of Rikolto strategies and programmes; (ii) ensure the
efficient and effective implementation of programmes and projects; (iii) be responsible for Rikolto in Vietnam and SEA
programme development and fundraising efforts and (iv) manage the Vietnam and SEA Rice Programme Team.

He/she will be a member of Rikolto’s Global Rice Programme Team together the Rice Programme Leads in Great Lakes
Area and West Africa, led by the Global Rice Programme Director. He/she will also become a member of the SEA
Management Team.

Responsibility:

1. Strategy Development and Programme Design

e  Contribute to the development of the global mission, vision, frameworks, value and strategies of Rikolto and
of the Rice Programme;

e Develop SEA and Vietnam rice programme goals, strategy and programme, in collaboration with the Rice
Programme Team;

e Coordinate the programme development and actively seeking new ideas and initiatives to expand the
programme;

e Pro-active provide feedback and initiate solutions to improve the programme implementation.

2. Programme Management

e Lead the Rice Programme implementation in Vietnam and SEA;

e Actively connect and ensure coherence and promote synergy and collaboration with the different
programmes in Vietnam and SEA,;

e Together with the SEA Management Team, ensure shared resources are employed efficiently and supporting
all the programmes;

e Regularly monitor, evaluate and report Rice Programme implementation. This includes drawing lessons
learned to adjust and improve performance to achieve Vietnam and SEA programme goals and targets;

e Ensure that the Rice Programme Team take up their M&E responsibility and its use for learning, evidence
building and accountability by coordinating and provide guidance and support to the Team members in the
implementation of the programme, M&E system and strategies (Evidence for Impact, Inclusive Business,
multistakeholder facilitation, etc.).

complementarities;



Ensure two ways communication between the SEA Rice Programme Team and the Global Rice Programme
Team with respect to decisions, context and resources.

Operations and Budgeting

Support Global Rice Programme Director to prepare and monitor the 5-year global financial ambition;

Lead the preparation of programme and partner budget and forecast and monitor the budget use, with the
support of the Vietnam and SEA Operations Managers;

Ensure the Operations (finance, HR, Administration) Policies are implemented consistently within the rice
programme.

Networking and Fundraising/Communication

Establish and nurture networking and positioning Rikolto in Vietnam and SEA;

Lead the fundraising efforts including donor and partner intelligence and outreach relationship building and
maintenance to achieve more impact;

Co-design criteria to select proposals and review calls with support from the Global Rice Programme
Director;

Draft quality concept notes and proposals, including managing the consultant if any;

Develop budget in concept notes and proposals with support from the Operations Manager;

Ensure fundraising processes are taken up including updates in the fundraising information system;

Provide the Communications team with ideas and information to increase Rikolto’s visibility in the rice sector
in Vietnam and SEA.
