From 2019 on, the project “Triple Win Nurses — Recruitment of Trainees from Viet Nam” provides opportunities for
young people from Viet Nam to be trained as nurses in Germany. The project is implemented in collaboration with
the International Placement Services (Zentrale Auslands- und Fachvermittlung; ZAV) of the German Federal
Employment Agency (Bundesagentur fir Arbeit; BA) and the Department of Overseas Labour (DOLAB) of the
Viethamese Ministry of Labour, Invalids and Social Affairs (MOLISA). The objective of the project is to provide
young people from Viet Nam with the opportunity to be trained as a nurse in Germany, with the intended goal of
subsequent employment as nurses in a German hospital or care home for the elderly. The vocational training is
preceded by an approximately one-year preparatory phase in Hanoi, which includes intensive German language
training and intercultural training. During the preparatory phase, the project participants will be accommodated as
a group in the Hanoi area. The GIZ project team with staff in Hanoi and in Bonn, Germany, work with partners to
enroll participants in the project, and to support and guide them through the different steps of the process during
the preparatory phase and their first year in Germany.
