INTRODUCTION

INTERNATIONAL CONSULTING SERVICES FOR PROJECT TECHNICAL AND IMPLEMENTATION SUPPORT

1. Overview
The Project will be implemented in three countries: Viet Nam, Lao PDR, and Cambodia. The total investment in Viet Nam is $64.36 million. The Project comprise of four components: (i) Enhancing regional data, information and knowledge base for the management of floods and droughts; (ii) Upgrading water management infrastructure; (iii) Enhancing capacity for community based flood and drought management and; (iv) project management. The project is expected to be completed in 2019.

The project implementation consultants (PIC) will be selected and engaged in accordance with the ADB's Guidelines on the Use of Consultants. The Central Project Management Unit (CPMU) is responsible to recruit the PIC through a consulting firm using qualification and cost based selection (qCbS, 80:20).

2. Objectives of the Project

The objective of the Project is improved preparedness to manage and mitigate the impacts of flood and drought events. The project has been identified to address structural and non-structural investments in flood and drought management. Non-structural activities will include designing flood and drought interventions for the Cuu Long River Basin, assessing flood situation particularly in the border zone of Vietnam and Cambodia, and strengthening the community-based capacity for flood and drought mitigation and management in Tien Giang and Dong Thap provinces. Structural investment will (i) upgrade and rehabilitate primary canal systems to strengthen flood drainage capacity in flood season and increase water conveyance capacity in dry season to secure a stabilized agricultural production, supporting poverty reduction for the local people; improve waterway transportation, etc. (ii) protecting agricultural areas from flood risks; and (iii) protecting people and infrastructure facilities against river bank erosion. The four proposed structural subprojects will be implemented in Tien Giang (2 subprojects), and Dong Thap (2 subprojects) with a combined population of 1,078,700 people. About 84% of the populations of the two provinces are farmers and agriculture is the main economic activity.

3. Scope of service

The project implementation consultants comprise a total of 44 person months of international specialists and 257 person months of national specialists - a total of 301 person months of specialist inputs. Consulting services will not only support the CPMU in technical areas of engineering design and construction, but will also be instrumental in introducing a more consultative approach during subproject design to improve sustainability. International expertise is to be provided in project management; technical engineering-flood and drought management including flood drainage and irrigation canal, river bank protection, bridges, embankments, mechanical structures; and safeguard requirements of ADB and the Government. National specialists will be required in similar technical areas to facilitate technology transfer from international specialists. Under the supervision of the Team Leader, national specialists will also support CPMU to lead activities on contract management, economic analysis and financial management, and monitoring and evaluation activities. PIC will specifically assist the CPMU and Province Project Management Units (PPMUs) to undertake the following tasks:

· Project management (e.g., activity programming, coordination, reporting, and monitoring and evaluation;
· Procurement and contract management;
· Recruitment and contract management;
· Review of detailed design of subprojects;
· Financial management and disbursement;
· Environmental and social safeguard;
· Gender and social development.
International and national consultants in the various positions will work closely together. The required fields of expertise and corresponding person-months of services are indicated in table 1. The consultant's task will be adjusted on the basis of understanding and evaluating the project during the implementation process. The consultants will be based in Can Tho city near CPMU office.
