Community-Based Disaster Risk Management Specialist (36 p-m national)
The Community-Based Disaster Risk Management (CBDRM) specialist will be responsible for ensuring community based disaster risk management strategies are built into all subprojects to ensure the reduction of the vulnerability of persons and assets in the identified communes to the impacts of flood and drought hazards. The specialist will increase the capacity of the communes for decentralized and participatory planning in flood and drought risk assessment and management; developing and implementing risk reduction strategies appropriate to local hazards and conditions. The specialist will work with the People committees at levels and communities to introduce the integration of flood and drought risk management strategies into local development planning and system. The specialist will have at least five years of experience in community based flood and drought risk management or similar in Vietnam through managing and supervising projects and programs and ideally will have a degree in engineering and have social experience related discipline. The specialist will have excellent oral and written communication skills in both English and Vietnamese and a demonstrated capacity in independent report preparation. The specialist must be prepared to travel and live in rural areas of Vietnam

Expected outputs of the CBDRM sub-project are:
· Provincial, District, Commune and village level participants from selected areas trained in flood and drought risk assessment and analysis; prioritization, definition and implementation of locally appropriate flood and drought risk management measures;

· Safer Village and Commune Plans developed, utilized and updated.

· Community-driven flood and drought risk reduction measures implemented in all selected communes.

· Commune CBDRM Technical Working Group (TWG) organized and managing the CBDRM implementation;

· Technical Support and services available to provide technical assistance to CBDRM Technical Working Group (TWG);

· Commune Facilitators (CFs) recruited and trained to support village and commune planning and implementing risk reduction strategies in participating communes

· The national CBDRM Program is implemented in the selected communities

Duties for the specialist will include, but not limited to, the followings:

· Assisting the CPMU and PPC in the CBDRM process, particularly in seeing to it that the process is understood at the local levels.

· In collaboration with the Contract Management/Procurement specialist, preparation of TORs and RfPs, and assist in the recruitment of qualified national and/or international NGOs or similar entities to implement the CDBRM activities in the selected communities and their recruitment and supervision;

· Assist the CPMU to coordinate with Disaster Management Committee (DMC), PPMUs, CBDRM-TWGs, communes and villages in the preparation and implementation of all the training and workshop activities: schedule, participants, venue, and additional resource persons, if needed.

· Assessing training needs of the communes and districts related to non-structural flood and drought risk management, develop training materials.

· Supervision, updating and adjustment of CBDRM progress

· Studying and reviewing and finalizing the sample formats for safer village plan, safer commune plan and priority investments;

· Advising the implementing NGOs or similar entities, CBDRM-TWGs and the CFs as to the feasibility and soundness of the proposed measures as contained in the Safer Commune Plans from the technical and financial point of view.

· Assisting the CBDRM-TWGs and the CFs in producing detailed investment plans based on the priorities contained in the Safer Commune Plans. Translate or interpret the investments to an investment plan that includes the technical details.

· Advising on the technical design, construction drawing and total cost estimate for small civil works and equipment for strengthening CBDRM at the selected communes;

· Assisting the CBDRM-TWGs and the CFs in monitoring the implementation of the investment plan;

· Advising and assisting NGOs and similar entities in implementation of agreed training plan on CBDRM aspects; and
